SIXTH FORM CLOTHING AND KIT LIST
BOARDERS

Clothes for normal school wear, suitable for a working environment. Guidance
given to the sixth form girls draws attention to the fact they are in school to work in a formal
environment.

Sheets, pillowcases and duvets can be provided by the school for overseas boarders, if required.
Most girls in the senior boarding houses choose to bring their own duvets and duvet covers.

SPORTS WEAR

Sixth Form girls are expected to wear a plain navy sweatshirt and tracksuit
bottoms (both available from school) and a plain white polo shirt, or regulation
school P.E. kit.

Footwear should be appropriate for the activity in which the girls are taking part.
NB Indoor trainers are required for use in the sports hall.
