St Swithun's are National Lacrosse Champions 
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The St Swithunõs Under 19 

Lacrosse team are National 

Schoolsõ Champions, following 

an epic 2-1 overtime victory 

against Guildford High School 

in the final of the Nationals, 

held at Sherborne School. 

48 teams entered the 2-day 

competition and St Swithunõs, 

who had a successful pre-

season tour to Prague and who 

took the West of England title 

earlier in the season, had high 

expectations. 

Victories on the first day 

against St Margaretõs (Bushey), 

St James, St Georgeõs 

(Harpenden), Walthamstowe 

Hall and St Helenõs 

(Northwood) saw St Swithunõs 

qualify for the Premier League  

to challenge for the prestigious 

Criterion Cup. 

Day two saw St Swithunõs 

drawn against difficult oppo-

nents, including reigning cham-

pions Downe House, Berkham-

sted and a strong Guildford 

High team. Playing controlled 

lacrosse, they recorded victo-

ries against all three before a 

lack of concentration led to 

defeat at the hands of Cater-

ham. As a result, a semi-final 

place awaited the winners of 

the match between St 

Swithunõs and Cheltenham 

Ladies College.  Amelia 

Pemberton led the way for St 

Swithunõs with a goal in the first 

minute and the Winchester 

players claimed their place in 

the final against a confident 

Guildford High. 

The final was a very tight game.
